Structure of GCU Education and English Part of Program:
EDUCATION: The Georgian Court elementary inclusive teacher education program prepares
candidates to instruct students in grades kindergarten through six. Candidates gain the knowledge,
skills, and dispositions to apply content knowledge, create effective learning environments, plan
instruction, and assess student learning. The program includes clinical experience in special
education and two consecutive semesters of clinical practice (first semester includes 175 hours and
second semester of clinical practice is full-time. This second semester includes an evening seminar
course that meets only on the Lakewood campus).

ENGLISH: The English major requires 33-36 credit hours of English courses, of which 21 credits are
taken in seven three-credit courses as follows: 1) EN300 An Introduction to Literary Study (a
foundational course focusing on research in English and basic literary theory), 2) upper-level Period
Courses in Literature, one in each of four areas: British Literature before the Nineteenth Century,
British Literature from the Nineteenth Century to the Present, American Literature, and Multi-ethnic
Literature, 3) EN429 and 430, which are capstone seminar courses that provide an overview of all
literature written in English and discussion of specific works not covered in other courses, with a
second-semester concentration on twentieth-century Britain.

-Twelve credits are English electives. All English electives may be taken at Brookdale Community
College.

- For students who complete the 175 hours of clinical practice requirement for NJ teacher
certification, the major requirements are 33 semester hours of English. For students who do not
complete the 175 hours of clinical practice required for NJ teacher certification, the major
requirements are 33 semester hours of English as detailed above, plus one of the following three
options, which adds 0-3 credits to the major, bringing the total to 33-36 semester hours of English: 1)
an internship, either credit-bearing or non-credit-bearing (0-3 credits); 2) a 1-credit practicum (EN299
Practicum); or 3) a 1-3-credit independent project (EN421 Independent Project). The internship
option may be satisfied by EN4O5 Internship (3 credits), CAR465 NonCredit Internship (O credits) or
by an internship arranged through the Office of Career Services or completed for another major or
program.

- In addition to the 33-36 credits of required courses, students take Brookdale's ENGLI121 and 122
(English Composition | and II).

Structure of Rest of the GCU Part of the Program:
Effective Fall 2016, graduates of an accredited New Jersey community college who have earned an
associate degree with a cumulative GPA of at least 2.0 and have completed the general education
requirements established in the statewide agreement will transfer those general education credits
in full to satisfy a minimum of 33 (A.A.), 30 (A.S.), or 20 (other associate degree) credits of the
Georgian Court General Education Requirements. Only courses in which a grade of “C” or higher has
been achieved are eligible for transfer. Courses transferred as part of the community college’s
general education program that have Georgian Court University general education equivalents will
be transferred as those equivalent courses. Other general education courses required by the
community college will be transferred as general education electives. If an equivalency is not
transferred, all four of the following general education requirements must be fulfilled: a designated
Religious Studies course, a designated Women and Gender Studies course (BCC's HUMN129 fulfills
the requirement), a designated Ethics course (BCC's PHIL227 fulfills the requirement), and the
Capstone course (GEN400). The GCU Experiential Learning requirement may be fulfilled as follows:
1) GEN4OO, which includes a service learning project completed, and 2) a clinical practice experience
(ED4214 or ED4304).

Tuition:

Degree FAQ:
How many credits can | transfer to this program?
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Georgian Court University will accept all Brookdale courses listed as requirements on the Lincroft
English/Elementary Education degree plan plus Brookdale requirements that are not part of the
degree plan [e.g., Oral Communications course]. Remaining required course work must be
completed through Georgian Court. Georgian Court will accept up to 75 credits from Brookdale or
other community colleges. Up to 15 additional credits will be accepted from 4-year institutions. At
least 30 credits must be earned at Georgian Court, including at least 21 credits in the English major.
Please note that because all education programs include a liberal art/science major and an
education major, additional Brookdale course work beyond the associate’'s degree is required.

How many credits are required?
Typically, students will earn a minimum of 121 credits to meet requirements for the BA in English
with Teacher Certification.

Can | attend courses at the Lakewood campus as well?
