Located on the
edge of the New Jersey Pine Barrens, the
gardens feature a mixture of native pinelands
vegetation and exotic woody plants, many
dating to the early part of the 20th century.
The Italian, Formal, and Sunken gardens,
designed by Bruce Price, include stately
conifers, statues, sculptures, urns, marble
staircases, and old fountains. The Japanese
Garden, designed by Takeo Shiota, is a tea
garden featuring an authentic teahouse,
stone lanterns, four bridges, and a variety of
Japanese maples.
